The High Commission
for the Development of Arriyadh

The High Commission for the Development of Arriyadh was
established by a resolution issued by the Council of Ministers in
1973 (1393 H). The resolution made the Commission responsible
for providing comprehensive development to Arriyadh in its many
modern aspects. According to the plan all appropriate bodies in
the city are charged to work as a team with a common work-base
from which to launch and coordinate their work to realize the

requirements of the city and its citizens.

TheCommissiongives upmostcareand concerntothe comprehensive
development of the city through its executive apparatus, the Project
and Planning Center. This was established in 1982 (1403 H), to
provide a unified vision that understands the requirements of the

city and ensures close coordination between its projects.

The concept of the Commission’s comprehensive development
plans includes the recognition and understanding of all the many
circumstances and realities that affect the future of the city. The
Commission will continue to formulate and present future strategic
plans and translate them into executive programs of strategic

dimensions with the participation of all parties working in the city.
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The Diplomatic Quarter (Hay Al Safarat) offers numerous world class
modern architectural styles that harmonize with its natural surroundings.
It also provides the highest quality infrastructure and services for foreign
diplomatic missions and local organizations as well as high-class housing

complexes and numerous recreational and visitor attractions.
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Agha Khan Award for Architecture, 1989

The Award committee considered the Diplomatic Quarter a densely
populated, modern governmental district that successfully and
effectively accommodates many embassies, consulates and various
types of related buildings in addition to providing general plazas and

gated recreational parks to the citizens of Arriyadh.

The committee recognized that the design of the Diplomatic Quarter has
been made environmentally self-sustainable through the planting of
trees, shrubs and grasses in the area and landscaping of the immediate

rocky desert surroundings.

As a result the committee found the project to be realistic and highly

innovative as well as self-sustaining in an arid environment.

Arab Cities Award for Architecture, 1990

The Diplomatic Quarter also won the Arab Cities Award for Architecture.
The Award by the Arab Cities Organization recognizes the Diplomatic
Quarter as being the best architectural project built in an Arab city in a
style that reinforces the credibility of Islamic Arab architecture and its

growth and development values.
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The Diplomatic Quarter

In 1975 (1395 H) the Council of Ministers made the decision to move
the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and diplomatic missions from Jeddah
to Arriyadh. As a response the High Commission for the Development
of Arriyadh began making strategic plans to design and construct a
special neighborhood, the Diplomatic Quarter, as a unique project to

accommodate embassies and regional and international organizations.

The Commission set the objective of planning and developing a
world-class neighborhood and community that would include all
necessary urban infrastructure and form an integral part of the modern

developments taking place in the city.

Subsequently the plan was drawn up taking into account three

considerations:

The neighborhood should keep up with the overall trend and
pace of development in the city and the location be easy to reach.

Diplomatic missions should be given the opportunity to take
part in the development of their neighborhood and related
accommodation and facilities.

The private sector should be provided with opportunities to
participate in the development process and operate some of the
services within the neighborhood.

The building of the Diplomatic Quarter coincided with the beginning
of the new Hijra century (November 1979) and a period when a large

number of other major government projects were being implemented.

The neighborhood has its own unique cultural features such as the
Cultural Palace and other venues for holding conferences, forums,

exhibitions and social activities.

The architecture of the Diplomatic Quarter reflects the traditional
architecture of Saudi Arabia that reconciles with the environment of the
region and provides open spaces and elegant landscaping. The natural
environment has been used to create isolators to protect against traffic

pollution and noise.
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Agha Khan Award for Architecture, 1989

The jury of the Award hailed Al-Kindi Plaza, stating that it is located
between the two main roads that divide the Diplomatic Quarter into
two almost equal parts. The adjacent buildings along the sides of the
roads have been designed and built according to the style of horizontal

extension, separated by entrances and open spaces.

The jury recognized Al-Kindi Plaza as a model that can be imitated and
adopted by other Arab and Muslim societies in designing and building
their cities. This style, the jury added, preserves, in an attractive manner,
the traditional link between the mosque and other public spaces. The
jury considered Al-Kindi Plaza as representing a standard to be copied

by the cities of the Arab and Muslim world.
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Al-Kindi Plaza

In designing Al-Kindi Plaza, the High Commission for the Development
of Arriyadh considered it part of its plan for developing the Diplomatic
Quarter through reactivating the basic objective and role of the Plaza to
create positive interaction between the public space of the Plaza and the

mosque and the market. This is an important aspect of Islamic architecture.

The Plaza enhances the status of the Diplomatic Quarter’s Grand Mosque
that lies on its western border. The entrances are designed in a series of
sequential gates inspired by Islamic architecture that are linked with the
surrounding streets and passages. The most important of these is the
shaded Al-Kindi pedestrian arcade with its shops, office buildings, cafes

and restaurant. Trees, shrubs and grass are planted throughout the Plaza.

The underground level is used as car parking and the spacious Plaza
courtyard is used for holding celebrations during national and other
occasions. The Plaza is also a venue for folklore dances and other

cultural performances.

The jury of the Award stated that the design of Tuwaiq Palace realizes
the highest level of harmony between the design and shape of the
Palace site with all its components and successfully reinforces the
concept of the oasis. With sidewalks, platforms and recesses designed
within an outer wall, the three main buildings are linked with each other

in the shape of tents.
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Tuwaiq Palace

The High Commission for the Development of Arriyadh established
Tuwaiq Palace on the northern side of the Diplomatic Quarter as a
modern architectural model. Inspired by the spirit of the local urban
identity, it offers a variety of functions and cultural and social activities

within an international cultural framework.

The Palace stands inside a long and undulating wall covered with
local stone. It is between seven and 13 meters wide and has a gradual
slope that allows pedestrians to climb up to roof level offering an open

platform overlooking Wadi Hanifa.

From this wall a number of tents made of insulated plastic material
protrude to form open balconies on the outer surroundings. In the vicinity
of the Palace is a landscaped garden with a sunshade in the center made
of stained glass panels and a fountain that has been installed in the rocks.
The artfully coordinated and integrated design of the site extends to the
outer surroundings of the Palace and the adjacent rocky areas and includes

playgrounds, swimming pools and car parks.

The Palace interior incorporates meeting halls, reception rooms and
lecture halls all provided with modern audio-visual equipment and
simultaneous translation facilities. There are also dining halls, guest

suites and other facilities and services.

The Palace offers numerous services to the diplomatic neighborhood
and the city of Arriyadh at large. They include international exhibitions,
conferences, workshops, social occasions, national celebrations, meetings
and various training programs. The Palace is also used as a hotel for the

Commission’s official guests.

The Award of the Arab Ministers of Housing and
Construction, 2000

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs Staff Housing Complex was selected for
the Award of the Arab Ministers of Housing and Construction. The Award
acknowledges the unique design of the complex and its successful
demonstration of the cultural and environmental characteristics of its
urban structure. These characteristics reflect social, cultural, educational
and recreational needs. The complex also preserves the privacy of its
residents through mixing environmental profiles and providing modern

facilities essential for a sustainable and prosperous residential community.
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The Staff Housing Complex

The High Commission for the Development of Arriyadh built this housing
complexin response to the resolution of the Council of Ministers in 1975
(1395 H) transferring the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and all diplomatic
missions from Jeddah to the Saudi capital of Arriyadh. The complex was

planned and built to accommodate the ministry’s staff and families.

The complex is located in al-Mohamadeyah neighborhood in the
northern part of Arriyadh and extends over an area of 390,000
square meters. It incorporates a comprehensive network of services
that includes a mosque, commercial center, educational complex,

recreational clubs for men and women and a public park.

The project was designed for 3,600 residents accommodated in 612
housing units. These include detached and semi-detached villas and
apartment buildings with residential units of different sizes. The size
and style of units vary according to the professional positions of the
ministry staff. There are 13 different architectural designs of housing

units in the complex.

The project is considered unique since its architectural structures
highlight the cultural and social traits of the local environment.
Furthermore the housing complex and its surroundings have been
provided with all the necessary social, cultural and educational
requirements as well as modern recreational facilities. In addition the

complex is designed to offer adequate privacy to its residents.
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Al-Hukm Palace Plazas

A project which incorporates
contemporary architectural design
that successfully preserves the
character and originality of the region
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In the book New City Spaces by Jan Gehl and Lars
Gemzge, published in 2001 by the Danish

by the Danish Architectural Press, al-Hukm Palace Plazas located in the
center of Arriyadh, was selected as one of the best plazas in the world.
The book includes 39 famous plazas in nine cities around the world.
With the exception of al-Hukm Palace all the plazas featured are in
Europe and the USA.

The Danish Architectural Society selected the al-Hukm Palace Plazas
because the project fulfills the highest level of harmony between
religious, cultural, commercial and administrative functions and
employs modern urban designs that preserve the originality of the area

and its historical heritage.
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Al-Hukm Palace Plazas

As part of its role to implement urban projects of a special nature, the
High Commission for the Development of Arriyadh focused on the
vibrant and historical heart of the capital, with all its traditional and

commercial elements.

The strategy to develop al-Hukm Palace Plazas came about in
recognition of the historic, administrative and cultural role played by

this area in the history of Arriyadh.

A comprehensive and bold strategy for the development of the area
was adopted. This took into consideration a number of factors:
The desire to respond to the influence of the market in the
supply and demand process.

« The aim to develop and modernize the structural architecture of
the area rather than rebuilding.

The strategy was drawn up to fulfill two targets:

Rebuilding the area in a way that responded to market forces
and the reality of supply and demand.

« Making available public utilities in phases according to actual
needs in order to keep the area active during the different stages
of the structural development.

A three-phase development program was adopted for this area:

« Thefirstphasefocused on building administrative offices strongly
linked to the city inhabitants to help activate development in
the area.

The second phase focused on re-developing historic and
traditional landmarks and providing the area with services and
infrastructure such as roads and public spaces.

The third phase focused on restructuring the area through offering
the private sector opportunities to launch investment programs.

Stressing the strategic dimension of its plan, the Commission designed and
implemented construction of the central part of the King Fahd Highway
that traverses the city from south to north. The Commission also built Salam
Park and the Court of Justice. It is currently extending the development

scope of the plan to incorporate old buildings in the city center.

Imam Turki bin Abdullah
Mosque
Innovative technology and style that

contributes to the improving of future
design of mosques
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Imam Turki bin Abdullah Mosque is the outstanding landmark of al-Hukm
Palace area. Various components of the building are connected with each
other by walls rendered with local limestone that link its various traditional

elements and recall the former traditional use of the site.

The design of the mosque is based on a group of plazas and arches
that are distributed around the prayer hall and are roofed according to
traditional style. The two square-shaped minarets indicate the direction

of the prayer (Qiblah).
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Agha Khan Award for Architecture, 1995

The jury of the Award said that the design of this mosque, known as
the Grand Mosque, follows a style that can significantly contribute to
the improvement of future designs of mosques. The jury hailed the
innovative design of the project, particularly the use of the traditional

spatial features of the unique local architectural design of Najd region.

These elements and features are incorporated without completely
copying them. The jury of the Award added that the Mosque is located
in the middle of a group of public buildings in the area in complete
harmony with the surrounding urban fabric without imposing itself and

standing as a separated structure.
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The Imam Turki bin Abdullah Mosque

is one of the most important historical mosques in Arriyadh. It is
a historically significant place where Muslim scholars (Ulema) and
students gathered and has witnessed many events and changes that

have occurred in the city.

The High Commission for the Development of Arriyadh rebuilt the
mosque to accommodate 17,000 worshippers. The project was
completed according to the local traditional architectural style,
employing, at the same time, the latest technology in design and
services. The mosque has both humility and modesty in accordance
with the injunctions of Islamic Sharia. There are a number of gates some
leading to the mosque and the wall of the mosque is surrounded with

shaded corridors that include shops.

The mosque is linked to al-Hukm Palace by two bridges at first-floor
level, in the same style and manner as employed at the time of the
foundation of the Third Saudi State. The mosque has been provided
with radio and television live broadcast facilities and there are two

libraries for men and women.
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The King Abdulaziz
Historical Center

Embodying the Kingdom’s traditions
and Centenary in a cultural and heritage
project
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The King Abdulaziz Historical Center is located on an important historic
site that represents the beating heart of the city of Arriyadh. The Center
successfully embodies the recognition of the Kingdom’s centenary in a
sophisticated cultural project. It is also a delightful public space open to

the residents of Arriyadh and a place where families can gather and relax.
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King Abdullah Il Ibn Al-Hussein Award for Innovation, 2004

This Award was given to the King Abdulaziz Historical Center during the
celebration of the Arab city and its architectural projects. The jury of the
Award chose the Center under the theme of the role of the Arab city
in preserving heritage. The Center was selected as a winner out of 182

projects representing 12 Arab nations competing for the Award.

Build Projects Gold ‘LivCom’ Award. The Award recognized the Center
as successfully realizing the principle of preserving heritage. The Award
provides effective recognition of the role and contribution of the
High Commission for the Development of Arriyadh in protecting and

managing heritage for future generations.
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Prince Sultan bin Salman Award for Architectural Heritage, 2006

This Award was given to the King Abdulaziz Historical Center because it
was built on a historic site that was the axis of Arriyadh’s development
and the base for modern Saudi Arabia and also because it focused on

underlining the Kingdom's status and position as being the Cradle of Islam.

The jury of the Award expressed appreciation for the concept of the
project, its successful embodiment of the Kingdom»s Centennial
Anniversary into a modern project as well as the heritage reflected in
the centens national and cultural facilities. The jury also recognized the
high standards of heritage architecture in the Centens open spaces and

historical installations.
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The King Abdulaziz Historical Center

The King Abdulaziz Historical Center is the heart of the Saudi capital
and is rich with culture and heritage. It was opened in 1998 (1419 H)
commemorating the Centenary of the foundation of the Kingdom by
King Abdulaziz Al-Saud.

The Center is located in the historic al-Murabba neighborhood and
it includes al-Murabba Palace which used to be the court of King
Abdulaziz. The Center also includes other historic landmarks.

The High Commission for the Development of Arriyadh designed
the Center as an open area that contributes to the development of
the central part of the city, renews its social activities and reflects the
culutural and architectural identity of Arriyadh and the nation.

In undertaking the design of the Center, the Commission took into
consideration that it should form part of the architectural fabric of the
area and the environment around it. Another aim was that the Center
offer amenities and public space to the people who live in the densely
populated area in the middle of the city. The result is that green spaces
make up the greater area of the Center.

The King Abdulaziz Historical Center includes a number of cultural,
heritage and national establishments. The most important of these are:

The Commission, which acts as a coordinator between the different
parties working at the King Abd ulaziz Historical Center, plans to extend
the Center southward and develop other areas around it.
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Al-Midi Mosque

A project inspired by Saudi heritage which
successfully influences its architectural and

social surroundings
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In its endeavor to use modern building technology in projects which

retain traditional styles the High Commission for the Development of
Arriyadh constructed al-Midi Mosque making use of pressurized mud
bricks. This employs the traditional adobe construction techniques of
the region which is both economical and produces results that are in

modest keeping with other traditional structures.
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Award of the Organization of Arab and Muslim Capitals, 2007

Al-Midi Mosque was one of the first architectural installations in the
Kingdom in which simple and traditional building technologies were
used by making use of locally available building materials. After
economic feasibility studies and tests with locally sourced materials the

use of pressurized mud bricks was decided upon.
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Prince Sultan Ibn Salman Award for Architectural Heritage, 2010

This Award was given to al-Midi Mosque because the project successfully
reflects and draws inspiration from architectural heritage in both design
and the overall coordination of the site. The Award also acknowledges
the utilization of local natural materials in addition to the incorporation
of advanced design concepts which have a profound impact on the

architectural and social surroundings.
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Al-Midi Mosque

Commission constructed al-Midi Mosque at the heart of Arriyadh
in the eastern part of King Abdulaziz Historical Center in al-Murabba
neighborhood along the King Faisal road. It is located on the site of the
old mosque that goes back to 1943 (1362 H).

It was called al-Midi because it was built on the site of a group of water wells
known by the same name. The late King Abdulaziz ordered the wells to be
drilled to supply the population of Arriyadh and the nearby al-Murabba
Palace complex with water. There was no drinking water supply network in
Arriyadh at that time and thus the site of al-Midi became renowned for the

charitable provision and supply of water to the community.

As part of its program to develop the historical city center, the
Commission rebuilt the mosque using pressurized mud bricks on the
site of the old mosque after expanding the site area. Its design matches
that of other buildings and installations in the area. It maintains all the

traditional elements of the design and architecture of the old mosque.

The new al-Midi Mosque accommodates 500 worshippers and reflects
all the traditional aspects of architecture. These start with its outside
features which are rendered with mud, and continue with the distinctive
style of the building which does not use concrete columns. The weight
of the structure is carried on traditional columns, wood and domes. This
adds a special character that makes it unique among modern mosques
in the city. The type of architecture introduced in this project by the

Commission is environmentally sustainable and saves energy.
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Salam Park

category because it effectively meets the criteria of site coordination,
creates an environment that is a source of pride and provides visitors
with a recreational experience. The project succeeds in these areas

through blending the beauty of nature and protection of heritage.
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Salam Park

The High Commission for the Development of Arriyadh established
Salam Park on the land of the famous Salam Farm that was known
for its productive palm trees and was a strategic site in the heart of
the city. This land included a palace, various other buildings and a

seventy-year old mosque.

The idea of the project was to build a family park with a diverse
environment provided with green landscaping, children’s playgrounds
and other services. It was conceived and designed to serve the city by
increasing green space and creating a visually appealing surrounding of
natural elements that soften the impact of buildings and isolate heavy

trafficin the area.

The 312,000 square-meter area incorporates a varied environment that
includes the farm area with over a thousand trees and palm trees and
a 33,000 square-meter lake where visitors can use boats and enjoy the
sight of fountains illuminated at night. The Park has pumps providing
permanent water flow and there is an area of natural formations which

are surrounded by a covered pedestrian walkway.

The Park includes a hilly area made up of landscaped green areas
designed to offer a natural environment for selected animals and birds
that live in the area. There is also an area of public services that include
four places for prayer, food outlets as well as other public amenities
which include a 300-space car park. It is surrounded by a wide and safe
track for jogging and walking. The Park is irrigated with ground water
recycled from the King Fahd Highway which is pumped into the lake

and the irrigation network for watering trees and landscaped areas.

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The Comprehensive Strategic Planning for Arriyadh

(MEDSTAR)

The High Commission for the Development of Arriyadh adopted a
comprehensive strategic development program for the city that aims
at preparing a far-reaching development plan that guides and directs

future urban development in the city.

The Commission launched this plan for the development of the city
for a fifty-year period. MEDSTAR represents a working program for all
departments operating in the city in all the various sectors. MEDSTAR
effectively provides a form of road map that guides the urban
development process and also provides criteria to evaluate previous

and future projects.

The projects include Wadi Hanifa Rehabilitation Program, creation
of three protected areas in Wadi Hanifa, endorsement of the urban
tourism planning of Thumamah, establishment of protected areas in
Thumamah, endorsement of Silay rehabilitation plan, execution of parks
and gardens throughout the city and the development of Salam Park
and King Abdullah International Park. The Commission has executed
many other projects in the fields of waste management, landscaping,

land rehabilitation, water recycling and drainage.

One of the most outstanding achievements was the formation of
the Higher Committee for the Protection of Environment in the city
under the chairmanship of HRH Prince Sattam Ibn Abdulaziz with 21

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Wadi Hanifa
Development Program

Applying new international criteria to
rehabilitate and develop a desert wetland area




The High Commission for the Development of Arriyadh embarked on a
variety of projects to rehabilitate and develop the strategically valuable
Wadi Hanifa. The projects include measures to end pollution in the
Wadi’s environment, rehabilitating the wetland system to its original
pristine state and developing it into a natural reserve and open park
that cuts through Arriyadh from north to south. Wadi Hanifa is also
being developed into a recreational and cultural resource in keeping

with its natural environment.
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The Waterfront Center Award, Washington, 2003

The Commission>s comprehensive planning for developing Wadi Hanifa
was selected as the winner of the Waterfront Center Award for 2003. It
was cited as the best project and plan for a wetland area from among
75 projects presented by 21 countries at the annual conference of the
Waterfront Center held in the Canadian city of Montréal. Many world
experts and specialists in wetlands attended the conference which

praised the vision and scope of the project.

The committee of experts at the Center found that the rehabilitation
and development of Wadi Hanifa represents a pioneering initiative in
comprehensive planning describing the project as offering important

new criteriafor such endeavorsandas being of international significance.

The United Nations Commission on Sustainable Development (CSD)
recommended that the Wadi Hanifa project be reviewed at the UN
Headquarters in New York and a delegation from the ADA traveled to

New York to present and display the details of project.

The project for the development of Wadi Hanifa won the gold prize
and second place of this Award in London in 2007 from among 160

projects considered.
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The Award is made to creative environmental projects that are both
sustainable and ensure the active participation of society in efforts

leading to sustainable development.
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Agha Khan Award for Architecture, 2010

The High Committee for the Development of Arriyadh was awarded
the Agha Khan Award for Architecture for the fourth time for its
rehabilitation project of Wadi Hanifa in 2010.

The jury of the Award unanimously agreed to award the top place to the

project out of 401 competitors.

The Award committee judged that the Wadi Hanifa project succeeded
through applying sensitive environmental measures and social values
in developing a natural feature. This has effectively and successfully
transformed a watercourse that was previously filled with hazardous
waste and was a blot on the city into a delightful and attractive
environment within the city. The jury decided to give the Award to
the Wadi Hanifa project in recognition of the Commission’s vision and
determination to realize sustainable development as part of effective

urban development.
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Wadi Hanifa Development Program

Wadi Hanifa is considered one of the most important topographic
features in Arriyadh. It crosses the city from north to the far south and is
120 kilometers in length and has 40 tributaries. There are an estimated

half a million palm trees growing in the valley areas.

Over previous decades the condition of Wadi Hanifa greatly
deteriorated due to pollution and a general lack of concern for the
local environment. As a result the Commission adopted a development

program for the Wadi consisting of three phases:

Phase one aims at halting environmental deterioration and damage by
controlling detrimental industrial activities, polluted water and traffic, and
managing waste. Lack of previous controls over these factors had turned
the valley into a polluted environment that created hazards to the city and

its people. The Commission is still working on this important phase.

Phase two aims at rehabilitating the Wadi through a comprehensive
plan prepared by the Commission. This covers water resources, sewage
treatment, land use in the valley, new infrastructure including roads.
It also involves introducing effective controls over activities and work
being carried out in the valley. This phase also includes tree-planting
and natural landscaping, creation of paths and interpretative trails,
sighage and car parking facilities. In addition it incorporates preparation
for private sector investment, measures to protect the valley and the

urban administration to manage the Wadi and its tributaries.

Phase three aims at developing the Wadi by exploiting its natural
and environmental potential for recreational, tourist and agricultural
purposes. The private sector will play a major role by way of
investment projects. This will turn Wadi Hanifa into a major natural
feature with managed water resources and important recreational

infrastructure in the city.

The jury of this award is composed of 9 members appointed by the

directing committee for each duration of the award ,held every three years.

This award is given to projects of special architecture that affect the
surrounding environment . The award also encourages projects planned
at local and regional levels, such as transport, infrastructure, industrial
facilities and work sites. The award also encourages projects in the field

of education, health, urban districts protection and installations.

Award of Arab Ministers of Housing and Construction

This award is issued by the Arab League’s council of Arab ministers of
housing and construction. This council was the oldest ministerial council
as it was established in 1982 and specialized in public administration for

economic affairs at the League.

The council concentrates on developing housing and construction
sector, architectural development and coordinating joint cooperation
among Arab countries in any thing that concern this sector. The Award
aims at encouraging Arab organizations promote crystal nature of the

Arab, in housing project and urban planning.
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Award of the organization of Arab cities

The Organization of Arab Cities is one of the non-profitable charity
organizations that aims at encouraging innovation and renewal. It
works to boost the use of Arab and Islamic style in modern architecture
to preserve the identity of the Arab city, its heritage and maintenance

of its historical land marks.

The organization that was established in 1983, encourages Arab
engineers and planners to commit themselves to the principles of Arab

and Islamic architecture and the protection of the city>s environment.

The Awards of this organization are given every three years. The
municipalities of Arab cities members of the Organization, Arab research
and scientific organizations send their nominees for the Awards. These
Awards are divided into four groups: Architectural prizes, environment

The organization of the Awards is affiliated to the Arab cities
organization, a non governmental organization, specialized in cities
and municipalities in the Arab world. The Kuwait —-based organization

was established in 1967. But the Awards organization is based in Kuwat.
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The Award of Arab and Muslim Capitals Organization

This organization gives periodical Awards ,every three years, for unique
works in the field of writing, reports, translation, scientific research
and projects in the field of architecture, urban planning , environment,
services and municipality rules. The Awards are distributed during the

opening celebration of the Organizationss conferences.

The Organization of Arab and Muslim capitals is a non-governmental,
non-profitable international organization established in 1980 as an
organization affiliated to the Organization of the Islamic Conference.lt
accept as members Islamic capitals and all cities throughout the world.
It is based in the holy capital Makkah ,in the kingdom of Saudi Arabia

and active in continued development of human settlements.

The Organization has 141capitals and cities as members from 54
countries of the Organization of the Islamic Conference(OIC), 8 cities
as observers from six countries not members of the OIC and 14
participant members from ministries, organizations, universities and
research centers from Islamic countries related to the activities and

aims of the Organization.
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Award of the Water Front Center in Washington

The Water Front Center is a non- profitable educational organization,
established in 1981, out of the concept that water fronts, where water
and land meet, are dynamic places that subjected to radical changes.
Such places need special care and protection to prevent such changes

from creating negative effects on environment and societies.

This Center gives international award under the title, (Distinguish in
Water Fronts). The award was launched in 1987 and given to unique
projects and creative plans in recognition of their achievements and
uniqueness. The winners are chosen by a jury composed of international

experts in this field.

Award of King Abdullah the second for innovation

This Award was established in 2002 on the occasion of declaring the

Jordanian capital Amman (Capital of Arab Culture).

The Award is given every two years to organizations for scientific and
innovative works. It aims at encouraging unique works in the field
of projects relating to the Arab city, arts or sciences and introducing

unique projects in Arab cities in various fields.

The Award covers three domains: the Arab city, arts, literature and sciences.
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Prince Sultan Ibn Salman>s Award for Architectural Heritage

This prize was established with the aim to encourage protection of
heritage and aware the society of the importance of the Saudi heritage

in the framework of the Arab Islamic heritage.

Arriyadh was chosen to be the base of this Award that was declared
during the 9th. annual gathering of the Saudi society for architecture

studies in 2000 in Arriyadh and its actual work was launch in 2005.

The Award works to create a social awareness of architectural heritage

and its future.

The Award is given for six main branches, covering: project of
architectural heritage, preservation of architectural heritage, research
of architectural heritage, achievement in life, students of architectural
